Outlot A of Tract No. 5928 is located on the north side of the traffic circle at the
intersection of Stanislaus Avenue and Sixteenth Street. The Outlot provides storm drain,
pedestrian and emergency access from Stanislaus Avenue to the commercial lots along
Whitesbridge Road.

This Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Agreement (07-493) is for the City of
Kerman ADA "Return to Curb Improvements” Project No. 07200 in the southwest section
of town. Initially $118,082 were allocated from the FY 07/08 CDBG allocation. In 08/09
an additional $41,342 were allocated to Kerman. This allowed us to increase the
number of intersections and curb improvements. The total new allocation is $159,424
and the completion date has been move to March 2009.

This work is in progress but it is necessary to amend the agreement with Fresno County.
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Recommendation: Council Approve Resolution Amending Community Development
Block Agreement 07-493 (CDBG) Project No. 07200 ADA Return to Curb
improvements. Allocating additional funds and Time Extension.

7.A

Report on the Status of Foreclosed Properties [LP]

Staff will present a power point presentation on the status of efforts to address foreclosed
properties at the City Council meeting. In summary, the City Council directed staff to
explore alternatives to address the increasing number of foreclosed properties on a city-
wide basis as a result of the mortgage crisis. Many of these properties were abandoned
or vacant with little to no ongoing maintenance which led to neighborhood blight.

Staff conducted research into best-practices for dealing with the problem of foreclosed
properties. Although there were many different approaches in use at the time, staff
determined that the City of Chula Vista’s Abandoned Residential Property Registration
and Maintenance Ordinance was a good model to emulate. As such, the City Council
adopted a similar ordinance in September of this year.

The Abandoned Residential Property Registration and Maintenance Ordinance had three
primary objectives: 1) establish a pro-active approach to the problem of foreclosed
properties; 2) hold lenders accountable for foreclosed properties; and 3) ensure that
vacant properties were secure and maintained. Although fines could be imposed for non-
compliance, the primary goal was to ensure that the foreclosed properties were secured
and maintained to neighborhood standards.

Following adoption of the ordinance, staff conducted three rounds of abatement action
on 44 homes that were lender-owned. These were much easier to pursue because the
lenders had completed foreclosure action and, thus, lender contact information was more
readily available. To date, only 11 properties are in pre-foreclosure as reported by
Chicago Title Company.

As will be presented in the power point presentation, staff is pleased to report that of the
44 homes cited under the ordinance 34 percent have been sold and are occupied, 41
percent are in compliance and 25 percent remain in non-compliance. Staff continues to
monitor the remaining properties to ensure that they are properly maintained while on
the market for sale. Staff believes that foreclosures in Kerman appear to have abated and
that the foreclosed properties will eventually be absorbed by the market.

Staff would like to acknowledge Chicago Title Company in Fresno and Sherry from Boyd
Realtors for providing ongoing information and assistance on foreclosed properties.
Also, several realtors/brokers have been very cooperative and understanding of the city’s
concerns and efforts to lessen the impact of foreclosed properties on the community.

Presentation: Revenues and Expenditure Report for Fiscal Year 2007/2008. [TLP]

2007/2008 was another successful budget year for the City of Kerman. Included in the
Council Packet is a PowerPoint presentation and an Excel spreadsheet that include a
wealth of information that reflect good budget management and fiscal performance. The
Finance Director will present to and review with Council in this meeting and answer any
questions that Council may have.

Recommendation: Council approve the 2007/2008 Revenue and Expenditure Report as
presented.

First Quarter 2008/2009 Revenue and Expenditure Report [TLP]
First Quarter 2008/2009 Budget fo Actual Comparison

This report is being presented to Council to provide an update of the Revenues and
Expenditures that have been recorded for the first quarter of the 2008/2009 fiscal year
ended 9/30/08. For this quarterly report, no accruals have been made and we are only
reporting the cash transactions that have taken place during the quarter.

This approach will not provide very meaningful comparisons for several of the Revenue
accounts and for some of the Expenditure accounts, because of seasonal characteristics
of those accounts. This is particularly true for the General F'und. For example, very
large payments from the State and County come to the City around January and June,
such as Property Tax, Triple Flip and VLF Swap — Net of ERAF IIl. These make up
about half of our G/IF Budget and we have not received any of those payments yet, this
fiscal year. The Swimming Pool Operations budget (10.0 2047) is already 65%
expended, because most of that program takes place in July and August. However, this
report is helpful to review the majority of expenditures as compared to budget for the
accounts being presented (G/F, Water, Sewer, Garbage, Storm Drain and Landscape &
Lighting).

The Admin & Overhead Revenues in the G/F are right on track, because they are
charged to the various departments each month by Finance. The RDA Loan
Reimbursement and the Pool Rental Revenue are already at 100% because the RDA has
cut those checks to the City early on in this fiscal year.

This report will not be extremely detailed, but the detailed report is being presented for
Council and others to review and staff will be happy to answer any questions that
Council may have of the detail.

General Fund:

General Administration (10.0 1002) has total expenditures at 35% as of 9/30/08.
However, the only accounts that seem to be pushing expenditures above 25% are
Insurance Professional Services — I-5, which are paid mostly in advance.

Swimming Pool Operations (10.0 2047) as mention above is a seasonal program, and the
811,000 Pool Rental has already been paid for the fiscal year.



Building Inspection (10.0 4042) is slightly over the 25% mark due to Professional
Services — Plan Check expenses to date. This line item can be somewhat seasonal and is
somewhat difficult to budget for on a quarterly basis.

Finance (10.0 5005) is well beyond the annual budget, due to a change of policy
regarding the recordation of Lease Payments on the 2007 Lease Revenue Bonds, which
are providing for the City Hall Fxpansion, the Planning Building and the Regional Park.
We had budgeted to pay for this out of 10.0 5006 as Debt Service, but the auditors
suggested using the account in 10.0 5005. Please notice the $241,553 is budgeted but not
used in 10.0 5006. This will be a budget amendment. But, Finance is containing costs
wherever possible and would only be at 13.4% of budget, excluding this Lease Payment
amount.

Legislation (10.0 6004) is slightly over 25% due entirely to Contract Services being at
59% of budget. Staff will have to maintain those costs for the remainder of the fiscal year
or ask Council for an amendment to this budget line item. Election costs have not been
charged to this department as of 9/30/08.

The balance of the General F'und Departments all appear to be well within the
expenditure budgets as of 9/30/08.

Enterprise Fund Revenues:

Water, Sewer and Garbage (Funds 41.0, 42.0 and 43.0) Revenues all seem to be right at
or slightly above 25% of budget as of 9/30/08.

Storm Drain (Fund 47.0) is slightly under 25% due to seasonality of Dirt Sales.
However, User Fees are at 29% of budget as of 9/30/08.

Landscape & Lighting (Fund 75.0) Revenue is at 0% of budget as of 9/30/08 because the
assessments come in two semi-annual payments, similar to Property Tax and will not be
received until later in the fiscal year.

Enterprise Fund Expenditures:

All of the Enterprise Fund Expenditures seem to be right at or under target, as of
9/30/08, expect for Garbage (43.0 5005) and Storm Drain (47.0 4011). Garbage is only
over 25% of budget in total because of the Cart Purchases which took place entirely in
the first quarter. If not for the Carts, Garbage would only be at 19% of budget. Storm
Drain is only over 25% of budget because of the purchase of a Portable Pump, which
was not budgeted, but was necessary for operations. Staff will be requesting a budget
amendment for this pump. However, excluding the Portable Pump costs, Storm Drain
would be right on target at 25% of budget as of 9/30/08.

Recommendation: This report is informational only. Staff would be happy to answer
any questions that Council may have at this time.

Closing of Fresno County Superior Court Branch in Kerman |[RM]

The Fresno County Superior Court has recently cut back its operations in Kerman to one
day per week and is considering completely closing this branch. The space in Kerman,
which is leased, does not have restroom facilities for the public. In addition, the courts
have also mentioned that the facility lacks other amenities for the efficient operations of
court operations. Recently the court scaled back from a twice a week operation to once a
week. The Court informed the City that the county Public Defender's Office said it could
no longer staff the Kerman branch. Therefore, the current once a week operation,
handles traffic cases as well as civil cases.

The courts claim that by completely closeing the Kerman branch they can save
approximately $100,000 a year. Both the County and Courts cite the State budget
problem as the reason for these cutbacks.

While the State budget problems certainly is an issue, this problem further highlights the
local courts and especially Fresno Count’s failure at long-range facility planning. The
facility problems at the current Kerman court site are infamous and have been ignored
Jor years. Over a year ago the Kerman City Manager mentioned the opportunities the
expansion of City Hall and our acquisition of the remodeled building (@ 942. S. Madera
Ave. (temporary City Hall location) could provide to the then County Administrative
Officer. His response was that the County was broke.

Staff will have a more detailed report re: how this will affect our police department at the
council meeting.
