Subject:  Rite Aide Alleyway Fence Replacement Project

Recommendation:

Staff recommends that the Board of Directors adopts a resolution appropriating $35,590 from the RDA general fund
for the replacement of an existing rear yard wood fence on the east side of the alley between Kearney Boulevard
and Sunset Avenue.

Background:

Halferty Development, LLC is developing a stand-alone Rite Aide store located at the northeast corner of Kearney
Boulevard and Madera Avenue. The project is under construction and is expected to be completed in late May. The
new store is an excellent example of a redevelopment project on an infill lot that has been vacant for many years.
This multi-million dollar project will compliment the other recent developments in the redevelopment project area
that have been completed in the downtown (e.g., United Health Center, Community/Teen Center, County Library,
Sebastian office building, and City Hall).

Discussion:

The Kerman Redevelopment Agency would like to continue the redevelopment of the area adjacent to the newly
developed Rite Aide project by replacing the existing wood fence located on the east side of the alley between
Kearney Boulevard and Sunset Avenue. As reflected in the photographs enclosed herein as Attachment ‘A’, the
existing fence is old and weathered and in need of replacement.

The existing fence serves as the rear yard fence for five single family lots totaling 270 linear feet (see Attachment
‘B’). The project will also include replacing 2 existing gates for vehicular access and 2 gates for trash receptacles as
well as provide concrete stoops for storage of trash containers. Refuse is currently collected from the alleyway.
Staff is in the process of meeting with each property owner to explain the project and to obtain their written consent
to replace the fence. Staff will also discuss with the property owners the possibility of curb-side trash collection in
lieu of alleyway collection.
