2.A  Presentation: Fresno County Community Development on HUD’s new Neighborhood
Stabilization Program, Yvette Quiroga, Community Development Division of Public
Works & Planning Dept., Fresno County [RM]

Fresno County will receive $7,037,465 from HUD through the new Neighborhood
Stabilization Program. The Program is designed to acquire foreclosed properties,
rehabilitate the homes as necessary and then resell them to low and moderate income
families to create affordable housing opportunities.

A draft report prepared by County staff is enclosed which provides detailed
information. About 3 to 5 properties in Kerman could be affected; but it's a start.



County staff, Yvette Quiroga, will brief Council at the November 5th meeting but the
Board of Supervisors will not be briefed until later in November.

Fresno County Community Development staff will administer the program and City
Planning & Development staff will cooperate in any area possible towards the
success of the program in Kerman.

Resolution: Final Acceptance of Improvements Tract No. 5928, East Kerman
Development [GH]

East Kerman Development, (Mitch Covington) has completed all of the improvements for
Tract No. 5928 on the west side of Goldenrod Avenue between Whitesbridge Road and
Stanislaus Ave. Acceptance of the improvements for Tract No. 5928 will release the
bonds and begin the one-year maintenance period.

Resolution: Revising Fees Related to the Sale of Dirt from Ponding Basins [KM]

The City of Kerman currently sells dirt from the ponding basins for 60¢ per cubic yard.
This fee was established approximately 12 years ago.

The Fresno Irrigation District charges a flat rate of 8115 for sales up to 100 cubic
yards, $300 for dirt sales of 101 - 500 yards, $600 for dirt sales 501 to 1000 yards and
60¢ per yard for all dirt there after. Consolidated Irrigation charges $4.00 per cubic
yard if they load it and $3.00 per cubic yard if the customer loads it. James Irrigation
charges 50¢ per cubic yard plus a $40 permit fee.

We recommend that the City of Kerman charge a $40 permit fee and a 75¢ per cubic
yvard fee for all dirt purchased. This will cover our administrative costs and provide
money for basin development.

Recommendation: Staff recommends council adopt the resolution to change The City of
Kerman's rate for dirt sales from 60¢ per cubic yard to 75¢ per cubic yard and include a
$40 permit fee for all dirt purchased.

Resolution: Amendment to Agreement with Provost and Pritchard Increasing
Contract Amount [KM]

Provost and Pritchard Engineering Group was retained by the City of Kerman to design,
monitor and inspect the construction of the wastewater treatment plant expansion. The
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plans for the expansion have been completed and we are in the process of applying for a
State Revolving Fund Loan (2.5% interest rate). This process requires the assistance
Jfrom our engineering firm and recent changes made by the State, have made it even more
time-consuming. It is a complex process that has taken far more time than anyone
expected. The State has asked for in-depth information regarding City finances,
environmental studies, dedicated sources of revenue, property rights, projects schedules,
legal authority, water quality and conservation and many more.

Included in this report is an attached flow chart that illustrates the process. Because it is
so time consuming Provost and Pritchard has asked for a contract amendment not to
exceed 818,300.00 to be charged at an hourly rate to complete the SRF application
process.

Recommendation: Staff recommends that the council adopt the resolution to approve
Provost and Prichard Proposal #08-503 amending their agreement with the City of
Kerman, not to exceed $18,300.00 for services related to the State Revolving Fund Loan
process.

City Hall Annex Construction Update [KM]

The City of Kerman recently went through the RIE'P process for the selection of a new
auditing firm. Bryant Jolley, CPAs was selected through that process and has completed
the 2007/2008 Audit in a very timely manner. Staff was pleased with their swift response
to our request and the minimal disruption that Bryant Jolley's firm has generated while
taking us on as a new client. The audit went very well, and our new auditors have
identified a few areas for improvement. Bryant Jolley will present the Audited Financial
Statements to Council.

The City Manager has several unanswered questions regarding expenditures/revenues
against the General Fund that have not been answered at the time of the printing of the
audit report. It appears that some expenditures have been credited to the General Fund
are actually Development Impact Fee (DIF) supported operations. Because DIF revenue
has substantially decreased in FY 07/08 this would indicate a negative balance.
However, these fees, to be collected in the future, are owned to the General Fund.

Neighborhood Stabilization Program (NSP)

Program Overview /

° The County will use NSP funds to purchase, rehabilitate and resell foreclosed and
abandoned homes, and provide mortgage assistance, to eligible homebuyers in areas
of greatest need, per the federal NSP regulations. Particulars of the program include
the following:

1) Eligible properties must be homes that are foreclosed (owned by the bank) or
abandoned (a home in which mortgage or tax foreclosure proceeding have
been initiated and no payments have been made for 90 days) and is vacant for
90 days.

2) The properties will be located in the County’s unincorporated and/or in the
eight partner cities that demonstrate the greatest need as per HUD regulations.
Table A attached demonstrates Fresno County’s areas of greatest need.

3) Eligible buyers will have incomes at or below 120% area median income (AMI).

4) Eligible buyers must take an 16 hour homeownership class, including home
maintenance, consistent with the County’s other homebuyer assistance
programs.

5) 25% of the NSP grant must be for buyers with income at or below 50% AMI.

6) The County will also use NSP funds to provide mortgage assistance loans to
eligible homebuyers, as necessary to ensure affordability.

7) If needed, NSP mortgage assistance loans may be layered with County
HOME-funded Homebuyer Assistance Program (HAP) loans to assist eligible
borrowers with an affordable housing mortgage.

° The initial NSP grant allocation will be used for purchase, acquisition and resale of
approximately 20-30 foreclosed properties ($6,333,719) within the first 18 months. As
funds return (program income) back to the County from resale, it is anticipated that a
total of 45-60 properties in total may be assisted over the 4-year life of the program.

. 10% of the NSP grant will be used for program administration ($703,746) in
accordance with the federal NSP regulations. Additionally, per the NSP regulations,
10% of program income received will also be used for program administration.

Acquisition
¢ The County will purchase foreclosed or abandoned properties from banks or real estate

companies at a HUD-required15% discount from the appraised value. Homes will be
purchased in areas of greatest need, per HUD’s requirements.

¢ The County will contract with an Appraiser (through RFP process) to assess the value of
properties to purchase to ensure HUD's discount requirements are met.

e The County will contract with a Realtor (through RFP process) to broker purchases from
banks/real estate companies and resell to eligible homebuyers.



Rehabilitation
* The acquired homes will be rehabilitated to meet local codes and standards to be made
habitable, as necessary. Rehabilitation work will be in compliance with County’s written
rehabilitation standards used by its successful Housing Assistance Rehabilitation
Program (HARP).

 The cost of rehabilitation (if any) will be a project delivery cost of the grant and will not be
included in the sales price of the home to the buyer in order to assure affordability per
HUD regulations. Most of the homes to be acquired through this program are not
expected to require major rehabilitation.

» ltis anticipated that the County will select and contract with 10 to15 general contractors
via an RFP process to carry out the rehabilitation construction.

» Each selected contractor will be assigned up to 7 rehabilitation projects.

Disposition/Sale of Property

» The County will sell the properties at the original acquisition cost to eligible homebuyers
in the 51%-120% AMI income range.

* In order to meet the HUD requirement that 25% of NSP funds must be to assist persons
at or below 50% AMI, the County may further discount sale price of property to these
homebuyers at a discount not to exceed 25% of the County’s acquisition cost, to ensure
affordability.

¢ Other realtors not under contract with the County for NSP may still refer eligible NSP
buyers to the County. If an eligible buyer purchases a County NSP house, the realtor will
receive a finder's fee of $1,000.

¢ Homes will be sold to eligible homebuyers on a first come first served basis, matching
homebuyers with homes in areas in which they are interested in residing. NSP does not
require eligible homebuyers to be first-time homebuyers.

Mortgage Assistance
» NSP applicants eligible to purchase a property may also require NSP mortgage
assistance to complete the purchase financing. NSP mortgage assistance may be up to
30% of purchase price plus eligible closing costs based on the gap financing needed.
Homebuyers receiving NSP mortgage assistance will be required to contribute 1.5% of
the sales price towards the closing cost, consistent with the County’s other homebuyer
assistance programs.

» The County’s NSP model will incorporate a no interest, forgivable loan for the NSP
mortgage assistance provided to the buyer. Beginning in the sixth year, provided
occupancy requirements are still being met, the NSP mortgage assistance loan will be
forgiven at an applicable percentage rate based on the amount of assistance provided
and the affordability term required, in order for the loan to become totally forgiven at the
point the affordability period ends. If the home is sold during the first five years, the full
NSP amount is due back to the program. Any outstanding loan amounts are due upon
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sale at any time during the deferred loan period. Any loan repayments received after the
4 year life of the program must be retumed to HUD.

 For applicants at or below 80% AMI that may need a deeper subsidy beyond the NSP
assistance, the County may layer the NSP financing with HOME financing through the
County’'s Homebuyer Assistance Program (HAP). Eligible clients will be considered for
HAP assistance in compliance with HOME regulations and HAP guidelines (up to 20% of
purchase price and borrower contribution of 1.5% of purchase price), as already
approved by the Board and currently in effect.

NSP Affordability Period
Affordability for buyers assisted with NSP funds will be in accordance with the same standard
affordability period as for HOME-assisted units, as identified below:

Standard Program Affordability Requirements
$15,000 or less = 5yrs

$15,000-$40,000 = 10 yrs

$40,000 or more = 15 yrs

Deed/convenant restrictions will be placed on the NSP-assisted unit to enforce the affordability
period. The County will use the same HOME-approved resale option to ensure and enforce
compliance during the affordability period for NSP.

Resale Option: Per HUD regulations, during the affordability period all subsequent

resale of an NSP-assisted unit must be to a buyer meeting the NSP income and

occupancy requirements, and comply with items listed below:

e Original homebuyer must receive a “fair return” on their investment;

» County must use land restrictions, land covenants or other similar legal
mechanisms to enforce these restrictions;

* Resale price must be affordable to subsequent buyer (per NSP regulations)

Because there will be no NSP funds available to the County at the end of the 4-year life of the
program, these criteria have been developed to minimize the administration of outstanding loans
and required repayments once the 4-year grant period has ended. Any loan servicing work that
must be done once NSP has ended is assumed to be net County cost unless HUD makes other
arrangements in the future.
