2.A  Presentation: Plaques to Outgoing Planning Commissioners Paul Green, Jr. and
Anthony Pereira. [RH]

Mpr. Paul Green, Jr. has been a Planning Commissioner for the last 2 years and Mr.
Anthony Pereira has been a Commissioner for 15 years. They have both served the
City of Kerman well. During Mr. Pereira’s time on the Planning Commission, the
City has probably gone through more changes than it did during its first 46 years of
incorporation between 1946 and 1992 (which was the year of Mr. Pereira initial
appointment). In 1992, the population was approximately 3,750, while the January
2008 population is estimated at 14,050. That's a 144% increase. The City of Kerman
has prospered during Mr. Pereira's tenure on the Planning Commission.

Commissioners Mr. Pereira and Mr. Green helped guide the City through the 18-
month process of the 2007 General Plan Update in 2005 & 2006. Mr. Pereira was
also involved in the 1993 planning of the 1994 General Plan.

Public Hearing: SRF Loan Debt Service Sewer Rate Increase and Adoption of
Resolution Setting Sanitary Sewer Rates [KM]

WWTP EXPANSION SUMMARY OF PROCESS

This is the third and final in a series of reports re: this issue (Dec. 19, 2007
comprehensive report attached)

. Kerman WWTP is currently operating at capacity.

. The California Regional Water Quality Control Board has issued a cease and
desist order to the City of Kerman WWTP for not meeting current discharge
permit requirements.



The California Regional Water Quality Control Board has provided a new permit
that requires a higher level of treatment inclusive of the nitrification process.

The engineering firm of Provost and Pritchard has been retained to develop plans
for expanding the Kerman WWTP inclusive of treatment processes that meet the
new discharge requirements

The new plant is required to be in service by June of 2010.

First phase of the plant expansion would expand the capacity of the WWTP to 2.0
MGD and allow population growth to 21,000.

A California State Revolving Fund (SRF)loan is the most attractive financing for
the WWTP expansion which requires that we establish a dedicated revenue
stream for repayment of the loan over a 20 year period (@, 2.5% interest,
approximately $355,000 per year. We utilized a similar SRF loan for our recent
water system expansion.

The City of Kerman must approve a rate increase required by the above funding
source to cover the debt service of the entire loan. Therefore, the total
"approved" increase will be approximately $10 per month increase (est. (@,
$8/mo. to secure loan debt service & $2/mo. for increased operational costs) on
a single family dwelling.

The City Engineer’s estimate is that the expansion is necessary for both
processing requirements referenced above (30%) and future growth (70%).
Therefore, the City plans to have sewer development impact fees (DIF) pay 70%
of the debt service and additional user fees pay 30% of the annual debt service of
$355,000/yr.

Since Development Impact Fee revenues do not necessarily come in on a
consistent basis, the City has ample Sewer Development Impact reserves to make
the necessary short-term payments.

Actual rate increase to City single family homes would be approximately $4.50 to
85.00 per month spread out over the next three to four years. A similar
percentage increase will also be applied to commercial rates.

A written complaint was received from one individual (see attached) and one verbal
complaint was received but no name was left.



Public Hearing for the fee increase is scheduled this Feb. 6th City Council meeting.

Recommendation: Open Public Hearing. Conduct public hearing and authorize rates
increase as follows:

. August '08 - $2.50/mo.
. August '09 - 2.50/mo.
. August '10 - 2.50/mo.
. August '11 - 2.50/mo.

Equal percentage rates will be applied to both residential and commercial rates. Actual
implemented rate increases may vary and will be reviewed annually with the budget
process.

The Contractor, Garcia Paving, has completed the work as required by the plans and
specifications. The total construction cost of the project was $286,340.77. The project
was funded by Measure C and Storm Drain Facilities Fees.

The City Council must accept the work and authorize the filing of the Notice of
Completion. The Performance Bond will be released immediately. The Labor and
Materials Bond will be released thirty-five days afier recordation of the Notice, if no
mechanic liens are filed.

Emergency Tree Trimming Cost Recovery [KM]

An emergency situation occurred when a home owner at 15424 West C Street hired a
handy man to remove an eighty-five foot evergreen tree from his yard. The job became
too much for the person and he walked away from the job after he created a dangerous
situation by cutting all of the lower branches off the tree and then chain sawing the tree
half way through at the trunk. (See Attached report)

Recovery of expenses (8§ 825 plus 8123 Admin Fee). We do not expect that the property
owner will readily pay these expenses. If not we must proceed with the following:

All laws applicable to the levy, collection and enforcement of municipal taxes shall be
applicable to the special assessment. The city council shall thereupon confirm costs, if
the same is fair and reasonable. Where possible to determine the identity of the person
or persons creating, causing, committing, or maintaining the nuisance, said person or
persons shall be billed directly for the expense of abating the declared nuisance. In the
event payment is not forthcoming, the city council shall cause a report to be made as of
June 30th of each year to the county treasurer, which report shall show all parcels of
property on or in front of which, or both, costs have been charged, and the report shall
direct the county treasurer to enter the costs as a special assessment against all of the
respective parcels of real property, the entries to be made upon the assessment roll for
the current fiscal year. Said assessment shall be subject to the same penalties and the
same procedure and sale in case of delinquency as provided for ordinary municipal
taxes. All laws applicable to the levy, collection and enforcement of municipal taxes
shall be applicable to the special assessment.

Recommendation: Move forward with the process to recover the costs incurred by the
City to mitigate a dangerous situation. Council instruct the Finance Director in
conjunction with the City Attorney to per the necessary billing and if not paid within a
reasonable period to assess the property for the appropriate cost.

City Hall Expansion/Remodel Construction and Temporary Relocation Schedule [TP]

BVI Construction has been awarded the contract for the City Hall Expansion and
Remodel project. Because the project includes demolition, removal of HVAC,
interruption of water, sewer and electricity and several safety concerns, City Hall staff
will relocate to the future Planning and Development Department Building, once certain
improvements to that building have been completed.

We anticipate the following schedule to take place:

1) Late January - SIM Architects provided partial plans for the Planning Building
improvements and the Public Works Director and the Finance Director met with
Kerman Telephone to discuss telephone, data and electrical needs for the
Planning Building.

Early February — City will have a contactor that BVI is familiar with (LTL) frame
the walls for Planning Building improvements. While the walls are being
constructed, electrical conduit and boxes will be installed by City staff and/or
Kerman Telephone and City staff will frame doors. Once the walls are completely
in and textured by LTL, City staff will paint the walls.

February - BVI Superintendent (Syd) will provide further guidance for City staff
on the Planning Building improvements, Kerman Telephone will provide
electrical plans and SIM will provide complete plans for the Planning Building
improvements.

Mid February - City will establish a new location for tower and relocate PD local
communication device.

Late February - BVI will mobilize their crew and set up camp on City Hall
grounds.

Late February — Kerman Telephone will complete the electrical, data and
telephone work on Planning Building, keeping the existing phone numbers, etc.

Late February - BVI will have sub-contractors complete any remaining
improvement on the Planning Building with no charge for overhead.

Early March - City Hall staff will move into the Planning Building.

Early to Mid March - BVI will remove tower, remove HVAC units, begin
demolition of northwest portion of City Hall and prepare to begin construction at
full swing.

Mid to Late October - Completion of City Hall construction.

Late October - City Hall staff to move back into City Hall.

Early November - The balance of the Planning and Development Department will
move into their building.

Early to Mid November - First City Council Meeting in New City Hall Council
Chambers and Open House.

Recommendation: This agenda item is informational, only. However, staff is interested
in any comments or direction that Council may have.

Capital Improvement - Introduction: Streets, Storm Drain & Fire [GH/RM |

This is the third Capital Improvement Project (CIP) presentation before Council. In
addition to the Streets/Drainage CIP presented by City Engineer, Gary Horn, Chief
Randy Bruegman will present the North Central Fire Protection District updated CIP.

The Kerman Senior Center is a dynamic place, which offers much more than a hot noon
meal. The center serves as a community focal point for a wide range of information and
referral to senior adults.

The Kerman Senior Center offers self-enrichment programs ranging from educational
seminars a variety of recreational activities, which include bingo, exercise, art and craft
classes, trips, a nutrition program and senior transportation (Dial-a-Ride). A new
recreational activity that we will be introducing to the senior center this year is the
Nintendo’s Wii. The Wii is quite popular in senior centers, and is well accepted by the
senior population as the games are not complicated.

Another highlight that the center is developing this year is a new link on the City of
Kerman web site for the Senior Services Department. The new link will highlight the
centers quarterly newsletter, photos, monthly calendar, monthly activities, press
releases, and annual activities.

The Senior Center has a unique support base of private business, civic, religious,
educational facilities, individuals, and social groups within the community who donate to
help make Kerman Senior Center events the seniors will truly remember.

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Kerman Senior Center
Nutrition Program

The Kerman Senior Center Congregate Nutrition Program provides
persons 60 years and older appetizing lunch time meals served
Monday thru Friday. For those whom are homebound due to iliness
or disability and who do not have family assistance or support, their's
a home-delivered meals program.

Each of the Congregate lunch time meals will provide a senior with at
least one third of their daily nutritional need (RDA or recommended
daily allowance), and are approved by a register dietitian.

The senior center congregate meals are served at 11:00am daily,
Monday thru Friday at the center. We currently serve approximately
40 meals a day. Suggested contribution for the meal is $1.25 and alll
contributions are confidential and seniors are not denied service due
to inability to pay the suggested contribution rate.

The home-delivered meals program consists of seven frozen dinner
meals delivered once a week. These include fresh bread, milk, juice,
fruit, and seven light breakfast meals. The suggested contribution
rates for these meals are $1.75 per meal, and seniors will not be
denied service due to the inability to pay the suggested contribution
rate. We currently serve 9 seniors on this program.

To qualify for this program a comprehensive in home assessment of
the senior is required to determine eligibility.
