Continued Public Hearing From the May 7, 2008 Meeting
Resolution: Adopting the Final Mitigated Negative Declaration and Initial Study for
the Wastewater Treatment Facility Expansion Project |LP]

This item was continued from the May 7, 2008 meeting.

The City of Kerman is in the process of making upgrades to the Wastewater Treatment
Facility in order to comply with the waste discharge requirements issued by the Central
Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board. The modifications will expand the
treatment capacity of the plant from 1.3 million gallons per day (mgd) to 2.0 mgd. The
estimated cost of the WWTF expansion is approximately $6.0 million. The City intends to

Sund the WWTF expansion project with funds from the State Revolving Fund Loan

through the State Water Resources Board. As previously approved by Council, the debt
service from this loan will be paid by the combination of Sewer Major Facilities
Development Impact Fees (70%) and User Rate Fees (30%,). These payments will be
approximately $350,000/vr. @ a rate of 2.5%.

As part of the environmental review for the project, staff determined that the WWTF
expansion is a project as defined under CEQA and prepared an Initial Study to evaluate
the potential environmental impacts of the project. Based on the Initial Study, staff’
determined that the proposed WWTF expansion project would not have a significant
adverse impact on the environment and that the preparation of an environmental impact
report is not required. Instead, staff prepared a Draft Mitigated Negative Declaration
(MND) for the project that would mitigate any potentially significant environmental
impacts to below the threshold of significance with the implementation of the identified
mitigation measures.

Staff prepared a Notice of Intent to Adopt a Proposed Mitigated Negative
Declaration/Initial Study and submitted the documents to the State Clearinghouse for
circulation to affected state agencies for their review and comment over a 30-day period.
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
